Program Requirements

RAR is a voluntary program for families at AMA-member properties. Each session requires an 8-week commitment by both 
parents and managers; sessions may be scheduled at manager’s discretion: evenings and weekends are encouraged. A min-
imum ten (10) families are required to attend. All materials related to program including instruction come at no cost to 
property.   

Please NOTE It is the sole responsibility of the property manager to recruit the minimum requirement of 10 families con-sisting of children aged newborn - 5 years. Failure to do so can result in cancellation of all sessions.
